Dover, DE – The Biggs Museum of American Art will open this summer’s special exhibition: 

Award Winners VIII on Wednesday, July 9, 2008 with a catered reception at 5:30p.m.  This 

exhibition features the talent of the 2008 Individual Artist Fellows of the Delaware Division of 

the Arts (DDOA). These artists: painters, photographers, writers, musicians and craft artisans, 

have been chosen out of a group of 97 applicants from the State of Delaware. Their works were 

judged by nationally recognized arts professionals from outside Delaware. In a partnership with 

the DDOA, the staff of the Biggs Museum invites the fellowship recipients to the only group 

exhibition honoring their combined accomplishment. Award Winners VIII is one of the most 

important annual projects at the Biggs Museum in carrying out its mission to celebrate artistic 

diversity, provide public educational access to Delaware’s fine-arts community, and to bring 

more awareness of both the museum and art to the community.
