Katherine Ware is Curator of Photographs at the world famous Philadelphia Museum of Art.


Sally S. Packard & Dinah G. Reath are Directors of the only fine art photography gallery in Delaware and the Delmarva peninsula, the Packard Reath Gallery of Lewes, Delaware.

Artist’s eligibility and museum’s conditions:


This competition is open to all photographers.  The maximum dimension (including frame) should not exceed 40 inches in any direction.  Iris or Giclee entries are acceptable.  All works must be presented professionally, secured with apparatus to hang, and be clearly identified on the back only.  If works are for sale, the price must also be clearly identified on the back.  The Biggs Museum retains a 25% commission on all works sold in the galleries and issue checks after the exhibition closes.  The Biggs Museum will insure the works against theft, damage, and loss.  All artists must submit an entry form up till October 12 and be willing to deliver their works to the Biggs Museum between October 10 and 12.  All applications must be accompanied by a $25 non-refundable fee payable by cash, check or money order to the “Biggs Museum.”  The fee covers the vetting process of up to three works – an additional $5 will be charged for each additional work.  Works not accepted for the exhibition must be returned between October 26 and 28, 2005; unsold works accepted into exhibition must be returned between March 1 and 3, 2006.
